Tyrollian Traverses.  

The bravest people will climb to heights of 35 metres, where you are 
invited to challenge yourself on the obstacles that lay ahead; including 
a 100-metre zip-line, high wire bridges and much more. 

An unforgettable day. 

 

Over two days we will have most of the party away, with younger Scouts staying in the 
centre’s mountain hut for the climbing workshop, Explorers up at the Fründenhütte for the 
snow & ice activity, and a few older ones on the Petersgrat Glacier.
