The 2 pictures on the right show our

chalet and its location on the bank of

the River Kander. The chalet lies

about 100 meters downstream of the Our Chalet
main building of the Scout Centre

- If you stood where the right hand photo of the chalet is taken from, the

Scout Centre’s main building would be straight across the river.
Our Chalet

A path from the Scout Centre runs past our chalet and follows the river right
down the village, a nicer route to the shops than walking down the road. You can see the layout of our chalet in
relation to the Scout centre and the village on the map of Kandersteg shown on the next page.

On the ground floor of the chalet are male and female shower areas and toilets, an entrance hall with space to
hang jackets and keep boots, and a large kitchen. Going up to the 1* floor we have a large L shaped dinning
room, a small office room and 3 rooms for 2 people. A small electric lift, just big enough for a few pans or stacks
of plates, can carry meals up from the kitchen.

A range of 6 and 8 person rooms on the 2nd floor provide the rest of the accommodation. Swiss chalet bunk
beds aren't like ones you will have used in the UK. Instead of individual bunks, you might get something like 3 or
4 bunk beds joined together with a platform of 3 or 4 mattresses in a row and another 3 or 4 mattresses in a row
on the upper level. So you're one beside the other like sleeping in a patrol tent.

To fit everyone in, we also have a couple of the adults sleeping in the main Scout Centre building, which has a
variety of bunkrooms as well as the offices, shop and staff accommodation.

1 — Kitchen (ground floor)

2 — One of the shower rooms (ground floor)
3 — One of the wash areas (ground floor)

4 — One of the upstairs toilet & wash areas (1% & 2™ floors)

5 — Dining room (1* floor) 6 — Office (1> floor)

7 — Six bedded room (2™ floor)

8 — One of the twin Leader / Driver rooms (2 of them on the1® floor)
9 — One of the 8 bedded rooms (4 of them on the 2" floor)

As mentioned previously, our chalet lies just along the riverbank from the main building of the
Scout Centre. The camping area of the Centre lies on the other side of the river. This is all
located south of the village as you can see on the above map — a panoramic view of the area
looking from the north was shown in a previous issue of the newsletter.

Like most Swiss villages, the houses are mainly of the wooden chalet style, well spread out in
their own gardens.

The centre of the village — where the tourist information centre and railway station appear on
the map — has a small number of shops. There are a few where you can pick up souvenirs, a
couple of outdoor equipment shops, and general shops like butchers, a baker and the co-op.

The village centre also has things such as the museum and swimming pool.

When you have a spare afternoon, it can be pleasant to take a walk down into the village to
see what you can find, and to call at the shops or spend some time in the pool.
